SECTION 300.100: MODEL TRAFFIC CODE; ADOPT ION AND EXCEPTIONS

Chapter 300, RSMo., consisting of Sections 300.010 through 300.600, as herein amended
and amended from time to time by the State legislature, commonly known as the "Model
Traffic Ordinance" idiereby adopted as and for the traffic aedice of this City with the
exception of the following Sectiong800.010(40), 300.015, 300.026d 30.070. All

references to Traffic Division in the Model Traffic Ordinance are changed to read Police
Department. All references to streetcars have beletede

SECTION 300.110 PENALTY FOR VIOLATIO N

Unless another penalty is expressly provided, every person convicted of a violation of any of
theprovisions ofthe code Title Ill. Traffic Code, or any code adopted by reference therein,

shall bepunished i a fine notmore than five hundred dollars ($500.00) to imprisonment

for a term not exceeding ninety (90) days, or both such fine and imprisonment, plus the cost

of prosecution. Each act of violation and each day upon which any such violation shall oc

shall constitute a separate offense. The penalty provided by this section, unless another
penalty is expressly provided shall apply to the amendment of any code section whether or

not such penalty is reenacted in the amendatory ordinance. In additi@ngenalty

prescribed above, the City may pursue other remedies such as recovery of costs, abatement of
nuisances, injunctive relief, and revocation of license or permits.

SECTION 300.120 SEVERABILITY OF PART S OF CODE

It is hereby declared to thetention of the City Council that the titles, chapters, parts,

sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this code are severable and if any
phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this Code shall be declared unconstitutional
otherwse invalid by the valid judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction,

such unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of these
ordinances. The City of Crane, Missouri, Board of Aldermen, hereby declaresibatdt

have passed the same, even though such portions so held to be unconstitutional had not been
included therein.

SECTION 300.130: RULES OF THE ROAD TO BE OBSERVED

Every person operating or drivirggvehicle upon the highways of this state shall observe and
comply with the following rules of the road.

SECTION 300135: MOVING VIOLATION IN CONSTRUCTION ZONE; PENALTY

A. Any moving violation, ocarring within any construction zone or work zone, as defined
below, shall be punishable by a fine of no less than $250.00, but no more than $500.00
and/or up to 90 days jail. A "moving violation" shall mean, any violation where at the
time of violationthe motor vehicle involved is in motion.

B. As used in this section, the terms "construction zone" and "work zone" mean any area
upon or around any street, highway, alley, or sidewalk ofGHis which is visibly
marked with signage as an area where coostm, maintenance, or other work is
temporarily occurring and further including the lanes of any street, highway, or alley
leading up to that area upon which an activity described in this subsection is being
performed, beginning at the point where sidasignating the area as a construction zone
or work zone are posted.

C. The penalty authorized in subsecti@y) 6f this section shall only be assessed by the

court if at least one worker is actually present in the construction zone or work zone at
the timethe moving violation occurs.

GENERALLY

SECTION 300.140: WHEN PERSON CHARGED MAY ELECT TO APPEAR AT
TRAFFIC VIOLATIONS B UREAU

A. Any person charged with an offense for which payment of a fine may be made to the
traffic violations bureau shall have the option of paying such fine within the time
specified in the notice of arrest at the traffic violations bureau upon entering a plea of
guilty and upon waiving appearance in court; or may have the option of depositing
required lawful bail, and upon a plea of not guilty shall be entitled to a trial as authorized
by law.

B. The payment of a fine to the traffic violations bureau shall be deemed an
acknowledgment of conviction of the alleged offense, and the traffic violdiimeswu,
upon accepting the prescribed fine, shall issue a receipt to the violator acknowledging
payment thereof.

SECTION 300.145: DUTIES OF TRAFFIC VI OLATIONS BUREAU

The following duties are hdog imposed upon the traffic violations bureau in reference to
traffic offenses:

1. It shall accept designated fines, issue receipts, and represent in court such violators as
are permitted and desire to plead guilty, waive court appearance, and give power of
attorney;

2. It shall receive and issue receipts for cash bail from the persons who must or wish to
be heard in court, enter the time of their appearance on the court docket, and notify
the arresting officer and witnesses, if any, to be present.

SECTION 300.150: TRAFFIC VIOLATIONS B UREAU TO KEEP RECORDS

The traffic violations bureau shall keep records and submit to the judges hearing violations of
municipal ordinances summarized monthly reportallofiotices issued and arrests made for
violations of the traffic laws and ordinances in the city and of all the fines collected by the
traffic violations bureau or the court, and of the final disposition or present status of every
case of violation of & provisions of said laws and ordinances. Such records shall be so
maintained as to show all types of violations and the totals of each. Said records shall be
public records.

The fdlowing words, terms and phrases, when used inTitlis [11 7 Traffic Code shall have
the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a
different meaning:

ALLEY and ALLEYWAY : Any street with a roadway of ledsain twenty (20) feet in
width.

ALL -TERRAIN VEHICLE : Any motorized vehicle manufactured and used exclusively
for off-highway use which is fifty (50) inches or less in width, with an unladen dry weight of
six hundred (600) pounds or less, traveling onel{8y, four (4) or more low pressure tires,
with a seat designed to be straddled by the operator, and handlebars for steering control.

AUTHORIZED EMERGENCY VEHICLE : A vehicle publicly owned and operated as
an ambulance, or a vehicle publicly owned apdrated by the State Highway Patrol, Police,
or Fire Department, Sheriff, Constable or Deputy Sheriff, Traffic Officer, or any privately
owned vehicle operated as an ambulance when responding to emergency calls.

BUSINESS DISTRICT: The territory contiguos to and including a highway when within
any six hundred (600) feet along the highway there are buildings in use for business or
industrial purposes, including but not limited to hotels, banks, or office buildings, railroad
stations and public buildingshich occupy at least three hundred (300) feet of frontage on
one (1) side or three hundred (300) feet collectively on both sides of the highway.

CENTRAL BUSINESS (OR TRAFFIC) DISTRICT : All streets and portions of streets
within the area described by Cibydinance as such.

COMMERCIAL VEHICLE: Every vehicle designed, maintained, or used primarily for
the transportation of property.

CONTROLLED ACCESS HIGHWAY: Every highway, street or roadway in respect to

which owners or occupants of abutting lands aifier persons have no legal right of access

to or from the same except at such points only and in such manner as may be determined by
the public authority having jurisdiction over the highway, street or roadway.

CROSSWALK:

1. That part of a roadway at aneénsection included within the connections of the lateral
lines of the sidewalks on opposite sides of the highway measured from the curbs, or
in the absence of curbs from the edges of the traversable roadway;

2. Any portion of a roadway at an intersection Isegvhere distinctly indicated for
pedestrian crossing by lines or other markings on the surface.
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§300.20 GENERAL PROVISIONS §300.200
DEFINITIONS

CURB LOADING ZONE: A space adjacent to a curb reserved for the exclusive use of
vehicles during the kding or unloading of passengers or materials.

DRIVER: Every person who drives or is in actual physical control of a vehicle.

FREIGHT CURB LOADING ZONE: A space adjacent to a curb for the exclusive use of
vehicles during the loading or unloading ofifjie (or passengers).

HIGHWAY: The entire width between the boundary lines of every way publicly
maintained when any part thereof is open to the use of the public for purposes of vehicular
travel.

INTERSECTION:

1. The area embraced within the prolongatorconnection of the lateral curb lines, or,
if none, then the lateral boundary lines of the roadways of two (2) highways which
join one another at, or approximately at, right angles, or the area within which
vehicles traveling upon different highways jioig at any other angle may come in
conflict;

2. Where a highway includes two (2) roadways thirty (30) feet or more apart, then every
crossing of each roadway of such divided highway by an intersecting highway shall
be regarded as a separate intersectinithe event such intersecting highway also
includes two (2) roadways thirty (30) feet or more apart, then every crossing of two
(2) roadways of such highways shall be regarded as a separate intersection.

LANED ROADWAY: A roadway which is divided into tw@®J or more clearly marked
lanes for vehicular traffic.

MOTOR VEHICLE: Any selfpropelled vehicle not operated exclusively upon tracks,
except farm tractors and motorized bicycles.

MOTORCYCLE: Every motor vehicle having a seat or saddle for the udseaider and
designed to travel on not more than three (3) wheels in contact with the ground, but
excluding a tractor.

MOTORIZED BICYCLE: Any two (2) wheeled or three (3) wheeled device having an
automatic transmission and a motor with a cylirabgraity of not more than fifty (50) cubic
centimeters, which produces less than three (3) gross brake horsepower, and is capable of
propelling the device at a maximum speed of not more than thirty (30) miles per hour on
level ground.

OFFICIAL TIME STANDARD: Whenever certain hours are named herein they shall
mean standard time or dayligbdiving time as may be in current use in the City.

OFFICIAL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES: All signs, signals, markings and devices

not inconsistent with this Title placed or erechy authority of a public body or official
having jurisdiction, for the purpose of regulating, warning or guiding traffic.

DEFINITIONS

PARK OR PARKING: The standing of a vehicle, whether occupied or not, otkertian
temporarily for the purpose of and while actually engaged in loading or unloading
merchandise or passengers.

PASSENGER CURB LOADING ZONE: A place adjacent to a curb reserved for the
exclusive use of vehicles during the loading or unloading sdqragers.

PEDESTRIAN: Any person afoot or using personal devices adapted for use by
handicapped persons.

PERSON: Every natural person, firm, guartnership, association or corporation.

POLICE OFFICER: Every officer of the municipal Police Departmentany officer
authorized to direct or regulate traffic or to make arrests for violations of traffic regulations.

PRIVATE ROAD OR DRIVEWAY: Every way or place in private ownership and used
for vehicular travel by the owner and those having express diespermission from the
owner, but not by other persons.

RAILROAD: A carrier of persons or property upon cars, other than streetcars, operated
upon stationary rails.

RAILROAD TRAIN: A steam engine, electric or other motor, with or without cars coupled
thereto, operated upon rails, except streetcars.

RESIDENCE DISTRICT: The territory contiguous to and including a highway not
comprising a business district when the property on such highway for a distance of three
hundred (300) feet or more is in theimanproved with residences or residences and
buildings in use for business.

RIGHT -OF-WAY: The right of one (1) vehicle or pedestrian to proceed in a lawful manner
in preference to another vehicle or pedestrian approaching under such circumstances of
direction, speed and proximity as to give rise to danger of collision unless one grants
precedence to the other.

ROADWAY: That portion of a highway improved, designed or ordinarily used for

vehicular travel, exclusive of the berm or shoulderthe event highway includes two (2)

or more separate roadways the term "roadway" as used herein shall refer to any such roadway
separately but not to all such roadways collectively.

SAFETY ZONE: The area or space officially set apart within a roadway for theigixel

use of pedestrians and which is protected or is so marked or indicated by adequate signs as to
be plainly visible at all times while set apart as a safety zone.

SCOOTER: A device that typicalljhas one (1) front and one (1) rear wheel with a low
footboard between, is steered by a handlebar, and is propelled either by pushing one (1) foot
against the ground while resting the other foot on the footboard or by a mMosonoter

may have more thamo (2) wheels.

SIDEWALK: That portion of a street between the curb lines, or the lateral lines of a
roadway, and the adjacent property lines, intended for use of pedestrians.

STAND OR STANDING: The halting of a vehicle, whether occupied or not, et
than for the purpose of and while actually engaged in receiving or discharging passengers.

STOP: When required, complete cessation from movement.

STOP OR STOPPING: When prohibited, any halting even momentarily of a vehicle,
whether occupied or nogxcept when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or in
compliance with the directions of a Police Officer or traffic control sign or signal.

STREET OR HIGHWAY: The entire width between the lines of every way publicly
maintained when any pdttereof is open to the uses of the public for purposes of vehicular
travel. "State Highway", a highway maintained by the State of Missouri as a part of the State
Highway System.

THROUGH HIGHWAY: Every highway or portion thereof on which vehicular tafé
given preferential righof-way, and at the entrances to which vehicular traffic from
intersecting highways is required by law to yield rightwvay to vehicles on such through
highway in obedience to either a stop sign or a yield sign, when sushesgarected as
provided in this Title.

TRAFFIC: Pedestrians, ridden or herded animals, vehicles, streetcars and other
conveyances either singly or together while using any highway for purposes of travel.

TRAFFIC CONTROL SIGNAL: Any device, whether nmaally, electrically or
mechanically operated, by which traffic is alternately directed to stop and to proceed.

TRAFFIC DIVISION : The traffic division of thd?olice Departmentf theCity, or, if a
traffic division is not established, then such term velven used in this chapter shall be
deemed to refer to thfeolice Departmentf theCity.

VEHICLE: Any mechanical device on wheels, designed primarily for use, or used, on
highways, except motorized bicycles, vehicles propelled or drawn by horses ar huma
power, or vehicles used exclusively on fixed rails or tracks, cotton trailers or motorized
wheelchairs operated by handicapped persons.

The record shall accumulate during at least aymar period and from that time on the
record shall be maintained complete for at least the most receiyefiveeriod.

B. All forms for records of violations and notices of violations shall bekgnumbered.
For each month and year a written record shall be kept available to the public showing
the disposal of all such forms.

C. All such records and reports shall be public records.

SECTION 305.1%: POLICE DEPARTMENT TO INVESTIGAT E ACCIDENTS
It shall be the duty of thBolice Departmertb investigate traffic accidents, and to arrest and
to assist in the prosecution of those persons charged with violations of law causing or
contributing b such accidents.

B. TheCity Traffic Engineer shall determine the installation and proper timing and
maintenance of traffic control devices, conduct engineering analyses of traffic accidents
and devise remedial measures, conduct engineering investigation of traffic conditions,
plan the operatioof traffic on the streets and highways of @igy, and cooperate with
otherCity officials in the development of ways and means to improve traffic conditions,
and carry out the additional powers and duties imposed by ordinancesCitythe

empowered to make regulations necessary to make effective the provisions of the traffic
ordinances of th€ity and to make and enforce temporary or experimental regulations to
cover emergencies or special conditions. No such temporary or expedimegulation
shall remain in effect for more than 90 days.

B. TheCity Traffic Engineer may test traffic control devices under actual conditions of
traffic.

A. It shall be the duty of the officers of the Police Department or such officers as are
assigned by the Chief of Police to enforce all street traffic laws of the @itglhof the
State vehicle laws applicable to street traffic in the City.

B. Officers of the Police Department or such officers as are assigned by the Chief of Police

are hereby authorized to direct all traffic by voice, hand or signal in conformance with
traffic laws; provided that, in the event of a fire or other emergency or to expedite traffic

or to safeguard pedestrians, officers of the Police Department may direct traffic as
conditions may require notwithstanding the provisions of the traffic laws.

C. Officers of the Fire Department, when at the scene of a fire, may direct or assist the
Police in directing traffic thereat or in the immediate vicinity.

SECTION 305205: OBEDIENCE TO POLICE AND FIRE DEPARTMENT OFFICIALS

No person shall willfully fail or refuse to comply with any lawful order or direction of a
Police Officer or Fire Department official.

SECTION 305210: PERSONS PROPELLING PUSHCARTS OR RIDING ANIMALS

the driver of any vehicle, except those provisions of Thike which by their very nature can
have no application.

accident to the Police Department if such accident occurs within the City.

The diver of a vehicle which is in any manner involved in an accident resulting in bodily

injury to or death of any person or total property damage to an apparent extent of five

hundred dollars ($500.00) or more to one (1) person shall, within five (5gaétaysuch

accident, forward a written report of such accident to the Police Departiftemprovisions

of this Section shall not be applicable when the accident has been investigated at the scene by
a Police Officer while such driver was present thereat

B. Whenever the driver is physically incapable of making a written report of an accident as
required inSection 305.23@nd such driver is not the owner of the vehicle, then the
owner of the vehicle involved in such accident bwéhin five days after the accident
make such report not made by the driver.

A. All written reports made by persons involedaccidents or by garages shall be without
prejudice to the individual so reporting and shall be for the confidential use of the Police
Department or other governmental agencies having use foedbeds for accident
prevention purposes, except that Baice Department or other governmental agency
may disclose the identity of a person involved in an accident when such identity is not
otherwise known or when such person denies his/her presence at such accident.

B. No written reports forwarded under the yisons of this Section shall be used as
evidence in any trial, civil or criminal, arising out of an accident except that the Police
Department shall furnish upon demand of any party to such trial, or upon demand of any
court, a certificate showing thaspecified accident report has or has not been made to
the Department in compliance with law and if such report has been made, the date, time
and location of the accident, the names and addresses of the drivers, the owners of the
vehicles involved and thavestigating officers.

SECTION 305245 DUTY OF POLICE OFFICER S TO ENFORCE STATE

The officials of theCity recognize as applicable, to all highways, streets or alleys within the

he/she leaves the place of the injury, damage or accident without stopping and giving
his/her name, residence, including City and street number, motor vehicle number and
driver's license number, if any, to the injured party or to a Police Officer, oFbhoe
Officer is in the vicinity, then to the nearest Police Station or judicial officer.

B. For the purposes of this Section, all Peace Officers shall have jurisdiction, when invited
by an injured person, to enter the premises of any such privately oarieagolot or
parking facility for the purpose of investigating an accident and performing all necessary
duties regarding such accident.

Whenever any motor vehicle without driver is found parked or stopped in violation of any of
the restrictions imposed by ordinance of @igy or by state law, the officer finding such
vehicle shall take its registration number and may take any other information displayed on
the vehicle which may identify its user, and shall conspicuously affixdio gehicle a

uniform traffic ticket for the driver to answer to the charge against him/her by the assigned
court date.

TOWING COMPANY : Any person who tows, removes or stores abandoned property.

SECTION 305.4%: ABANDONED VEHICLES P ROHIBITED

No person shall abandon any motor vehicle on the-ofltay of any publicdoad or state
highway or on any private real property owned by another without his/her consent.

SECTION 305410: OPEN STORAGE OF INOPERABLE VEHICLES OR P UBLIC
SAFETY HAZARDS PROHI BITED

The open storage of inoperable vehicles or other vehicles deentieel@ity to constitute a
public safety hazard is prohibited. Nothing in this section shall apply to a vehicle which is
completely enclosed within a locked building or locked fenced area and not visible from
adjacent public or private property, or to amhicle upon the property of a business licensed
as a salvage, swap, or junk dealer, or towing or storage facility, so long as the business is
operated in compliance with its business license and the property is in compliance with
applicable zoning ordinaes.
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SECTION 305.415: OBSTRUCTING FLOW OF TRAFFIC PROHIBITED

Except in the case of an accident resulting in the injury or death of any person, the driver of a
vehicle which for any reason olstts the regular flow of traffic on the roadway of any

public road or state highway shall make every reasonable effort to move the vehicle or have
it moved so as not to block the regular flow of traffic.

SECTION 305.£20: TOWING OF VEHICLES O R ABANDONED PROPERTY ON
PUBLIC PROPERTY

A. Any law enforcement officer, or an official of tia&ty where theCity's real property is
concerned, may authorize a towing company to remove to a place of safety:

1. Any abandoned property on the rigiftway of any state highwayr interstate
highway or freeway left unattended for more than 48 hours, provided that commercial
motor vehicles not hauling waste designated as hazardous under 49 USC 5103(a) may
only be removed under this section to a place of safety until the owoemer's
representative has had a reasonable opportunity to contact a towing company of
choice.

2. Any unattended abandoned property illegally left standing upon any highway or
bridge if the abandoned property is left in a position or under such circumssances
to obstruct the normal movement of traffic where there is no reasonable indication
that the person in control of the property is arranging for its immediate control or
removal.

3. Any abandoned property which has been abandoned under RSMo 385.020 or RSMo
577.080.

4. Any abandoned property which has been reported as stolen or taken without consent
of the owner.

5. Any abandoned property for which the person operating such property is arrested for
an alleged offense for which the officer is required to tak@éngon into custody and
where such person is unable to arrange for the property's timely removal.

6. Any abandoned property which due to any other state l@tpiordinance is subject
to towing because of the owner's outstanding traffic or parking \oakati

7. Any abandoned property left unattended in violation of a state |&itypordinance

where signs have been posted giving notice of the law or where the violation causes a
safety hazard.

8. Any car or other vehicle which is illegally parked in any place where such parked
vehicle creates or constitutes a traffic hazard, blocks the use of a fire hydrant, or
obstructs or may obstruct the movement of any emergency vehicle, hinders or impairs
stree maintenance work, or interferes with the removal of snow or ice froi@ithe
streets, or impairs or endangers the safetyityf street and work crews, or which
interferes with the progress of any parade designated, permitted and authorized by the
boardof aldermen.

B. TheCity shall designate, with signs or notices posted 24 hours in advance, parade routes
and areas of planned maintenance work, and warning for such routes shall indicate that
parking is prohibited along such route or work area. Parkiagytar or other vehicle
on such designated parade route or work area is prohibited. Any car or other vehicle that
is parked on such designated route may be towed as provided in this section.

C. It shall be the duty of theolice Officerbefore towing suchehicles to make a good faith
effort to locate the owner of the vehicle and to give such owner or operator the
opportunity to remove the car/vehicle prior to towing, however, in the event of
emergency this requirement is not necessary.

D. When a motor vehicler other vehicle is abandoned oRidy street 48 hours or more in
violation of subsectionX)(1) of this section, its removal may be authorized by order of
the Chief of Policeor otherPolice Officerso designated provided proper warning notices
have ber given or provided. Proper notice shall include, but not be limited to, the
placement of a warning notice or uniform traffic ticket in a conspicuous place on such
abandoned vehicle describing the violation and warning of the potential removal of
vehicle.

E. When theCity Police Departmerduthorizes a tow pursuant to this section in which the
abandoned property is moved from the immediate vicinity, it shall complete a crime
inquiry and inspection report. Arjity agency other than th@ity Police Department
authorizing a tow under this section where property is towed away from the immediate
vicinity shall report the tow to th@ity Police Departmenwithin two hours of the tow,
along with a crime inquiry and inspection report.

F. If any vehicle is found uponstreet, public lot or highway in violation of any section of
this chapter, and the identity of the operator cannot be determined, the owner or person in
whose name such vehicle is registered shall be held prima facie responsible for such
violation.
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SECTION 305.25. POLICE MAY REMOVE VEHICLE ; WHEN

A. Members of the Police Department are authorized to remove a vehicle from a street or
highway to the nearest garage or other place of safety, ayarage designated or
maintained by the Police Department, or otherwise maintained by the City under the
circumstances hereinafter enumerated:

1. When any vehicle is left unattended upon any bridge, viaduct or causeway or in any
tube or tunnel where such vela constitutes an obstruction to traffic;

2. When a vehicle upon a highway is so disabled as to constitute an obstruction to traffic
and the person in charge of the vehicle is by reason of physical injury incapacitated to
such an extent as to be unable tovde its custody or removal; or

B. When any vehicle is left unattended upon a street and is so parked illegally as to
constitute a definite hazard or obstruction to the normal movement of traffic.

C. Whenever an officer removes a vehicle from a street &s@zed in this Section and the
officer knows or is able to ascertain from the registration records in the vehicle the name
and address of the owner thereof, such officer shall immediately give or cause to be given
notice in writing to such owner of thectaof such removal and the reasdmsreforeand
of the place to which such vehicle has been remoirethe event any such vehicle is
stored in a public garage, a copy of such notice shall be given to the proprietor of such
garage.

D. Whenever an officeremoves a vehicle from a street under this Section and does not
know and is not able to ascertain the name of the owner, or for any other reason is unable
to give the notice to the owner as hereinbefore provided, and in the event the vehicle is
not returnedo the owner within a period of three (3) days, then and in that event the
officer shall immediately send or cause to be sent a written report of such removal by
mail to the State Department whose duty it is to register motor vehicles and shall file a
copy of such notice with the proprietor of any public garage in which the vehicle may be
stored. Such notice shall include a complete description of the vehicle, the date, time and
place from which removed, the reasons for such removal, and the name arfate or
place where the vehicle is stored.

TOWED VEHICLE

The avner of abandoned property removed as provided in this article shall be responsible
for payment of all reasonable charges for towing and storage of such abandoned property
as provided irSection 305.440

The owner of such abandoned property, or the hallavalid security interest of
record, may reclaim it from the towing company upon proof of ownership or valid
security interest of record and payment of all reasonable charges for the towing and
storage of the abandoned property.

If a lienholder reposssses any motor vehicle, trailer-@train vehicle, outboard motor

or vessel without the knowledge or cooperation of the owner, then the repossessor shall
notify the City Police Departmenwithin two hours of the repossession and shall further
provide hePolice Departmenwith any additional information theolice Department

deems appropriate.

. Any towing company which comes into possession of abandoned property pursuant to

this article and which claims a lien for recovering, towing or storing abangwopdrty

shall give notice to the title owner and to all persons claiming a lien thereon as disclosed
by the records of the state department of revenue or of a corresponding agency in any
other state. The towing company shall notify the owner and artyoliéer within ten

business days of the date of mailing indicated on the notice sent by the state department
of revenue.

. If the state department of revenue notifies the towing company that the records of the

department of revenue fail to disclose the naim#e owner or any lienholder of record,

the towing company shall attempt to locate documents or other evidence of ownership on
or within the abandoned property itself. The towing company must certify that a physical
search of the abandoned property disetl no ownership documents were found and a
good faith effort has been made.
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F. Notice as to the removal of any abandoned property pursuant to this article shall be made
in writing within five warking days to the registered owner and any lienholder of the fact
of the removal, the grounds for the removal, and the place to which the property has been
removed by either:

1. The public agency authorizing the removal; or

2. The towing company, where authmation was made by an owner or lessee of real
property.

If the abandoned property is stored in any storage facility, a copy of the notice shall be given
to the operator of the facility. The notice provided for in this section shall include the amount
of mileage, if available, shown on the abandoned property at the time of removal.

SECTION 305.440: MAXIMUM STORAGE CHAR GES

A towing company may only assess reasonable storage charges for abandoned property
towed without the consent of the owner. Reasonstbiege charges shall not exceed the
charges for vehicles which have been towed with the consent of the owner on a negotiated
basis. Storage charges may be assessed only for the time in which the towing company
complies with the procedural requirementsha$ article.

PART 1. GENERALLY

SECTION 310.100: AUTHORITY TO INSTALL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES

The City Traffic Engineer shall place and maintain traffintoal signs, signals and devices

when and as required under the traffic ordinances of the City to make effective the provisions
of said ordinances and may place and maintain such additional traffic control devices as
he/she may deem necessary to regutaféd under the traffic ordinances of the City or

under State law or to guide or warn traffic.

SECTION 310.105 MANUAL AND SPECIFICATIONS FOR TRAFFIC CONTROL
DEVICES

All traffic control signs, gnals and devices shall conform to the manual and specifications
approved by the State Highways and Transportation Commission or resolution adopted by
theBoard of Aldermerof the City. All signs or signals required hereunder for a particular
purpose sHhso far as practicable be uniform as to type and location throughout the City.
All traffic control devices so erected and not inconsistent with the provisions of this Title
shall be official traffic control devices.

SECTION 310.110 OBEDIENCE TO TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES

A. The driver of any vehicle shall obey the instructions of any official traffic control device
applicable thereto placed in accordance with the provisions of this Title, utileswise
directed by a traffic or Police Officer, subject to the exceptions granted the driver of an
authorized emergency vehicle in this Title.

B. The driving of a motor vehicle onto, across, and out of any commercial property on the
corner of any street iarsection without stopping on the property for the purpose of
transacting business solely to avoid a stop sign or traffic signal is prohibited. For the
purpose of this section, the fitransacting
occupant of ta motor vehicle entered the property with the intent of stopping to engage
in a transaction with the proprietors, their agents, or employees of the business for which
the premises is licensed.

No provision of this Title for which official traffic control devices are required shall be
enforced against aalleged violator if at the time and place of the alleged violation an official
device is not in proper position and sufficiently legible to be seen by an ordinarily observant
person.Whenever a particular Section does not state that official trafficalatgvices are
required, such Section shall be effective even though no devices are erected or in place.

2. "WAIT" or "DON'T WALK": No pedestrian shall start to crdbe roadway in the
direction of such signal, but any pedestrian who has partially completed his/her
crossing on the walk signal shall proceed to a sidewalk or safety zone while the wait
signal is showing.

1. Flashing red (stop signal), when a red lens is illuminated with rapid intermittent
flashes, drivers of vehicles shall stop before entering the nearest crosswalk at an
intersection or at a limit line when marked or, if none, then before entering the
intersection, and the right to proceed shall be subject to the rules applicable after
making a stop at a stop sign.

2. Flashing yellow (caution signal), when a yellow lens is illuminated with rapid
intermittent flashes, drivers of vehicles may proceed througlmtersection or past
such signal only with caution.

2. To establish safety zones of such kind and character and at such places as he/she may
deem necessary for the protection of pedestrians.

B. Where such traffic lanes have been marked, it shall be unlawful for the operator of any
vehicle to fail or refuse to keep such vehicle within the boundaries of any such lane
except when lawfully passing another \a@ior preparatory to making a lawful turning
movement.

CHAPTER 315. STOPPING, STANDING AND PARKING
PART 1. GENERALLY

SECTION 315.100 APPLICATION OF CHAPTER

The provisions of this Title prohibiting the standing or parking of a vehicle shall apply at all
times or at those times herein specified or as indicated onab8igns except when it is
necessary to stop a vehicle to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with the
directions of a Police Officer or official traffic control device.

conditions from a distance of five hundred (500) feet to the front oif gelaicle.

displaying thereon fixed, flashing or rotating blue lights, but sirens and blue lights shall be
used only in bona fide emergencidzermits for the operation of such vehiokegiipped with
sirens or blue lights shall be in writing and shall be issued and may be revoked by the Chief
of an organized Fire Department, organized ambulance association or rescue squad and no
person shall use or display a siren or rotating blue lights motor vehicle, fire, ambulance
or rescue equipment without a valid permit authorizing the Beemit to use a siren or
lights as heretofore set out does not relieve the operator of the vehicle so equipped with
complying with all other traffic lawsral regulations.Violation of this Section constitutes an
ordinance violation.

SECTION 320.110: FOLLOWING EMERGENCY VEHICLE PROHIBITED

The driver of any vehicle other than one on official business shall not follow any fire
apparatus traveling in respgmto a fire alarm closer than five hundred (500) feet or drive

into or park such vehicle within the block where fire apparatus has stopped in answer to a fire

alarm.

SECTION 320.155: AIDING OR ASSISTING EXHIBITION OF ACCELE RATION
PROHIBITED

No person shall aid or assist in the performance of an exhibition of acceleration on a
highway, street, public parking lot, or private parking lot by any means whatsoever. Any
person who shall deposit a substance on a highway, street or parking lot for the purpose of
enabling a vehicle to break traction for any exhibition of acceleration, and any person who
shall push or hold a motor vehicle which is engaging in an exhibitiorcefeaation, shall be
deemed to aid or assist in the performance of an exhibition of acceleration.

SECTION 320.160: SMOKE, EXHAUST OR NOISE

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a vehicle upon any street or roadway of the
City at a time when s vehicle is so out of repair or loaded in such a manner as to
create an unreasonably loud or unnecessary grating, grinding, rattling or other noise.

B. The engine, power mechanism, exhaust pipes or openings on any vehicle shall not be

operated or utilizedo as to emit an undue, great amount of steam, smoke, flame,
combustion, exhaust or noise.

SECTION 320.165: CARELESS AND IMPRUDENT DRIVING

Every person operating a motor vehicle upon the publietsteend highways within theity

or upon any public or private parking lot, or parking lot for the use of customers, business
invitees or employees of commercial or industrial establishments, shall operate the vehicle in
a careful and prudent manner, exarg the highest degree of care, and shall operate their
motor vehicle at a rate of speed so as not to endanger the property of another or the life or
limb of any person.

such divided highway, except at an intersection or interchange or at any signed location
designated by the state highways and transportation commission or the department of
transporation. The provisions of this subsection shall not apply to emergency vehicles,
law enforcement vehicles or vehicles owned by the commission or the department.

3. Upon all highways any vehicle proceeding at less than the normal speed of traffic
thereon shall be driven in the rightand lane for traffic or as close as practicable to
the righthand edge or curb, except as otherwise provided in RSMo 364.014
304.026.

F. Official signs may be erected by tBmteHighways andl'ransportatiorCommission or
the StateHighway Patrol may place temporary signs directing slowving traffic to use
a designated lane or allocating specified lanes to traffic moving in the same direction and
drivers of vehicles shall obey the directions of every such sign.

H. All vehicles in motion upon a highway having two or more lanes of traffic proceeding in
the same direction shall be driven in the righhd lane except when overtaking and
passing another vehicle or when preparing to make a proper left turn or thkenise
directed by traffic markings, signs or signals.

1. Any driver when stopping or when checking the speed of his/her vehicle, if the
movement of other vehicles may reasonably be affected by any such checking of
speed, shall extend his/her artraa angle below horizontal so that the same may be
seen in the rear of his/her vehicle.

2. Any driver intending to turn his/her vehicle to the right shall extend his/her arm at an
angle above horizontal so that the same may be seen in front of and iartbk re
his/her vehicle, and shall slow down and approach the intersecting highway as near as
practicable to the right side of the highway along which he/she is proceeding before
turning.

3. Any driver intending to turn his/her vehicle to the left shall extesther arm in a
horizontal position so that the same may be seen in the rear of his/her vehicle, and
shall slow down and approach the intersecting highway so that the left side of his/her
vehicle shall be as near as practicable to the centerline oifgtinedy along which
he/she is proceeding before turning.

E. The signals required by this section shall be given either by means of the hand and arm or
by a signal light or signal device in good mechanical condition of a type approved by the
State Highway Padt; provided, however, that when a vehicle is so constructed or loaded
that a hand and arm signal would not be visible both to the front and rear thereof, then
any such signals shall be given by light or device.

No prosecutiogtsu
may bring any legal proceedings against a rental or leasing company under this section
unless prior written notice of the violation has been given to that rental or leasing
company by registered mail at the address appearing on the registratibe asatal or
leasing company has failed to provide the rental or lease agreement copy within 15 days
of receipt of such notice.

but not limited to dump trucks, delivery trucks, cement trucks, equipment hauling or
towing trucks.

SCHOOL BUS: Any mobr vehicle used solely to transport students to or from school
or to transport students to or from any place for educational purposes.

B. Use of certain streets prohibitedNo person shall operate any commercial vehicle or bus
upon any street within th@ity that has been designated and posted to restrict commercial
vehicle use as defined in subsectign ¢f this section, except for school buses or while
making deliveries or when used for the purpose of conducting bona fide business thereon.

C. Alternate rautes. The City has provided and allowed for alternate routes of travel for
commercial vehicles so that no undue hardship or inconvenience will be incurred by any
person operating a commercial vehicle and prohibited from using any designated and
posted stets.

D. Signs Signs will be erected by theity Traffic Engineer to designate restricted street use
by commercial vehicles. Theity Traffic Engineer shall have the sole responsibility to
designate the restricted streets.

SECTION 320.805 THROUGH STREETS DESIGNATED

Those streets and parts of streets described by ordinances of the City are declared to be
through streets for the purposes of this Chapter

COURT: Any circuit, assoiate circuit, or municipal court, including traffic court, but
not any juvenile court or drug court.

DRIVE, DRIVING, OPERATES OR OPERATING: Physically driving or operating
a motor vehicle.

INTOXICATED CONDITION: A person is in an "intoxicated conditibwhen he/she
is under the influence of alcohol, a controlled substance, or drug, or any combination
thereof.

LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER or ARRESTING OFFICER: Includes the

definition of Law Enforcement Officer in Subdivision (17) of Section 556.061, RSMo,
and Military Policemen conducting traffic enforcement operations on a Federal military
installation under military jurisdiction in the State of Missouri.

PERCENT BY WEIGHT OF ALCOHOL: Shall have the same meaning as provided
in RSMo 577.012.2.

PERSON Includes a driver or passenger.
PUBLIC WAY : Any street, alley, boulevard, parkway or other public thoroughfare.

RECREATIONAL MOTOR V EHICLE : Any motor vehicle designed, constructed or
substantially modified so that it may be used and is used for thegeugb temporary

housing quarters, including therein sleeping and eating facilities which are either
permanently attached to the motor vehicle or attached to a unit which is securely attached
to the motor vehicle. Such a vehicle may or may not be registsra commercial

ALCOHOL AND DRUG RELATEDTRAFFIC OFFENSE

SECTION 320925: CHEMICAL TEST TO DETERMINE BLOOD ALCOHOL
CONTENT; CONSENT IMPLIED

Any person who operates a motor vehicle anywhere within the city limits shall be deemed to
have given consent to, subject to the provisions of RSMo 577.020 to 577.041, a chemical test
or tests of his breath, blood, saliva or urine F& purpose of determining the alcohol or drug
content of his blood if arrested for any offense arising out of acts which the arresting officer
has reasonable grounds to believe were committed while the person was driving a motor
vehicle while intoxicatedChemical tests shall be performed according to the provisions of
RSMo 577.020 to 577.041.

upon his refudao take the test, then no test shallgoeen. In this event, the arresting officer,

an intoxicated condition and that, upon his request, refused to submit to the test.

A. As used in this section, the term "passenger car" meaary motor vehicle designed for
carrying ten persons or less and used for the transportation of persons; except that, the
term "passenger car" shall not include motorcycles, motorized bicycles, motor tricycles
and trucks with a licensed gross weightwélve thousand12,00Q pounds or more.

B. Each driver and all front seat passengers of a passenger car manufactured after January 1,
1968 while being operated on a street or highway in this city, and person®igideen
(18) years of age operating or nij in a truck operated on a street or highway in this
city, shall wear a properly adjusted and fastened safety belt that meets federal National
Highway, Transportation and Safety Act requirements. This section shall not apply to
persons employed by the Wed States Postal Service while performing duties for that
federal agency which require the operator to service postal boxes from their vehicles, or
other persons whose duties require frequent entry into and exit from their vehicles. No
person shall be spped, inspected or detained solely to determine compliance with this
subsection. The provisions of this section shall not be applicable to persons who have a
medical reason for failing to have a seat belt fastened about their body, nor shall the
provisionsof this section be applicable to persons while operating or riding a motor
vehicle being used in agricultural wer&lated activities. Noncompliance with this
subsection shall not constitute probable cause for violation of any other provision of law.

C. Ead driver of a motor vehicle transporting a child less tiateen (6) years of age
shall secure the child in a properly adjusted and fastened restraint as defined and required
underSection 325.105

D. Except as otherwise provided for in Sect8#b.105 every person who violates this
section, upon conviction, shall be punished by a fine not to exceed $10.00.

E. If there are more persons than there are seat belts in the enclosed area of a motor vehicle,
then the passengers who are unable to wear seashealtsit in the area behind the front
seat of the motor vehicle unless the motor vehicle is designed only for séaiet area.
The passenger or passengers occupying a seat location referred to in this subsection is not
in violation of this section. Tik subsection shall not apply to passengers who are
accompanying a driver of a motor vehicle w
license under Section 302.178, RSMo.

CHILD PASSENGER RESTRAINT SYSTEM: A seating system which meets the
Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards set for#9rC.F.R. 571.213, as amended, and
which is either permanently affixed to a motor vehicle or is affixed to such vehicle by a
safety belt or a universal attachment system;

DRIVER: A person who is in actual physical control of a motor vehicle.

B. Every driver transporting a child under the age of sixt@d) years shall be responsible,
when transporting such child in a motor vehicle operated by that driver on the streets,
highways, alleys or thoroughfares of the CityGoéine for providing for the proteain of
such child as follows:

1. Children less than fou#d) years of age, regardless of weight, shall be secured in a
child passenger restraint system appropriate for that child;

2. Children weighing less than for{¢0) pounds, regardless of age, shall beusat in a
child passenger restraint system appropriate for that child;

3. Children at least fouid) years of age but less than ei@B)} years of age, and children
weighing at least fort{40) pounds but less than eigh®0) pounds, and children less
than bur (4) feet, ning(9) inches tall, shall be secured in a child passenger restraint
system or booster seat appropriate for that child;

4. Children at least eight{80) pounds or children more than foi) feet, ning(9)
inches in height shall be secured byehicle safety belt or booster seat appropriate
for that child;

5. A child who otherwise would be required to be secured in a booster seat may be
transported in the back seat of a motor vehicle while wearing only a lap belt if the
back seat of the motor vele is not equipped with a combination lap and shoulder
belt for booster seat installation.

6. When transporting children in the immediate family when there are more children
than there are seating positions in the enclosed area of a motor vehicle, tleachildr
who are not able to be restrained by a child safety restraint device appropriate for the
child shall sit in the area behind the front seat of the motor vehicle unless the motor
vehicle is designed only for a front seat area. The driver transportidgerhieferred
to in this subsection is not in violation of this section.
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§325.110 SAFETY AND FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY 1 § 325.120
GENERALLY

C. This subsection shall only apply to the use of a child passenger restraint system or vehicle
safety belt for chdren less than sixteen years of age being transported in a motor vehicle.

1. Any driver who violates subdivision (1), (2), or (3) of subsect®ndf this section,
upon conviction, shall be punished by a fine of not more than fifty d¢#&:00)
and cout costs. Any driver who violates subdivision (4) of subsect®)rof this
section, upon conviction, shall be punished by a fine of not more than ten dollars
($10.00).If a driver receives a citation for violating subdivision (1), (2), or (3) of
subsectia (B) of this section, the chargasaybe dismissed or withdrawn if the
driver prior to or at his or her hearing provides evidence of acquisition of a child
passenger restraint system or child booster seat which is satisfactory to the court or
the party reponsible for prosecuting the driver's citation.

2. The provisions of this section shall not apply to any public carrier for hire. The
provisions of this section shall not apply to students four years of age or older who
are passengers on a school bus desidar carrying eleven passengers or more and
which is manufactured or equipped pursuant to Missouri Minimum Standards for
School Buses as school buses are defined in Section 301.010, RSMo.

SECTION 325.130: PASSENGERS IN TRUCKBEDS
A. Truck bed operation generally.

1. No person shall operate any truck, as defined in RSMo 301.010, with a licensed gross
weight of less than 12,000 pounds within the corporate limits dfittyavhen any
person undeeighteen(18) years of age is riding in the unenclosed bed of such truck.

2. No person under 18 years of age shall ride in the unenclosed bed of such truck when
the truck is in operation.

B. Exemptions.The provisions of this section shall not apply to:

1. An employee Bgaged in the necessary discharge of the employee's duties where it is
necessary to ride in the unenclosed bed of the truck;

2. Any person while engaged in agricultural activities where it is necessary to ride in the
unenclosed bed of the truck;

3. Any persorriding in the unenclosed bed of a truck while such truck is being operated
in a parade, caravan or exhibition which is authorized by law;

4. Any person riding in the unenclosed bed of a truck if such truck has installed a means
of preventing such person franeing discharged or such person is secured to the
truck in a manner which will prevent the person from being thrown, falling or
jumping from the truck;

5. Any person riding in the unenclosed bed of a truck if such truck is being operated
solely for the purpses of participating in a special event and it is necessary that the
person ride in such unenclosed bed due to a lack of available seating. The term
"special event," for the purposes of this section, means a specific social activity for
which a special eant permit has been issued pursuant to appendix A to this Code (the
zoning regulations) and which is of a definable duration which is participated in by
the person riding in the unenclosed bed;

6. Any person riding in the unenclosed bed of a truck if suatktrs being operated
solely for the purposes of providing assistance to, or ensuring the safety of, other
persons engaged in a recreational activity; or

7. Any person riding in the unenclosed bed of a truck if such truck is the only legally
titled, licensedand insured vehicle owned by the family of the person riding in the
unenclosed bed and there is insufficient room in the passenger cab of the truck to
accommodate all passengers in such truck. For the purposes of this subsection, the
term "family" shall nean any persons related within the first degree of consanguinity.
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§325.40 SAFETY AND FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY 1 § 325.140
GENERALLY

SECTION 325.140: FINANCIAL RESPONSIBI LITY REQUIRED

A. No owner of a motor vehicle registered in this state, or requirbd tegistered in this
state, shall operate, register or maintain registration of a motor vehicle, or permit another
person to operate such vehicle, upon the streets or the alleys@ityhisnless the owner
maintains the financial responsibility whicbnforms to the requirements of the laws of
this state. Furthermore, no person shall operate a motor vehicle owned by another with
the knowledge that the owner has not maintained financial responsibility unless such
person has financial responsibility whicovers the person's operation of vehicles owned
by another person, however, no owner shall be in violation of this subsection if he/she
fails to maintain financial responsibility on a motor vehicle which is inoperable or being
stored and not in operatioThe state director of revenue may prescribe rules and
regulations for the implementation of this section.

B. Proof of financial responsibility may be shown by any of the following:

1. An insurance identification card issued by a motor vehicle insurer threbgirector
of revenue of the state for saffsurance. A motor vehicle insurance policy, a motor
vehicle liability insurance binder, or receipt which contains the name and address of
the insurer, the name and address of the name insured, the policyr nilvabe
effective dates of the policy and a description by year and make of the vehicle, or at
least five digits of the vehicle identification number or the word "Fleet" if the
insurance policy covers five or more motor vehicles, shall be satisfactoryesidé
insurance in lieu of an insurance identification ¢card

2. A certificate of the state treasurer of a cash deposit according to the RSMo 303.240
or

3. A surety bond according to RSMo 303.230.

C. Proof of financial responsibility shall be carried at atids in the insured motor vehicle
or by the operator of the motor vehicle if the proof of financial responsibility is effective
as to the operator rather than to the vehicle. The operator of the motor vehicle shall
exhibit the proof of financial responsiityl on the demand of any peace officer who
lawfully stops such operator orvestigates an accident while that officer is engaged in
the performance of the officer's duties.

D. Any person failing to exhibit an insurance identification card or other satisyact
evidence of insurance in lieu of such card upon the demand of any peace officer pursuant
to this section is guilty of a violation of this section. However, no person shall be found
guilty of violating this section if the operator demonstrates to the toat he/she met
the financial responsibility requirements of this section at the time the peace officer wrote
the citation.

SECTION 330.110: SECURING OF LOADS

streets or roads of th@Sity and carrying goods or material or farm products which may
reasonably be expected to become dislodged and fall from the vehicle, trailer-trademi

as a resiiof wind pressure or air pressure and/or by the movement of the vehicle, trailer or
semittrailer shall have a protective cover or be sufficiently secured so that no portion of such
goods or material can become dislodged and fall from the vehicle, tnagemitrailer

while being transported or carried.

SECTION 330.120: EQUIPMENT ON MOTOR V EHICLES GENERALLY

No person shall drive a motor vehicle not complying with the following requirerasrits
equipment:

A. BRAKES. All motor vehicles, except motorcycles, shall be provided at all times with
two (2) sets of adequate brakes, kept in good working order, and motorcycles shall be
provided with ong1) set of adequate brakes kept in good workirden

B. SIGNALING DEVICES. Every motor vehicle shall be equipped with a horn, directed
forward, or whistle in good working order, capable of emitting a sound adequate in
guantity and volume to give warning of the approach of such vehicle to other ugers of
highway and to pedestrians. Such signaling device shall be used for warning purposes
only and shall not be used for making any unnecessary noise, and no other sound
producing signaling device shall be used at any time.

C. MIRRORS. All motor vehicles wikch are so constructed or loaded that the operator
cannot see the road behind such vehicle by looking back or around the side of such
vehicle shall be equipped with a mirror so adjusted as to reveal the road behind and be
visible from the operator's seat.

D. MUFFLERS AND MUFFLER CUTOUTS; EXCESSIVE NOISES. Muffler cutouts
shall not be used nor shall any person operate any vehicle in such manner or condition
that excessive and unnecessary noises shall be made by its machinery, motor, signaling
device, or otheparts, or by any improperly loaded cargo. The motors of all motor
vehicles shall be fitted with properly attached mufflers of siagwity or construction as
to quiet the maximum possible exhaust noise as completely as is done in modern gas
engine passwer motor vehicles. Any cutout or opening in the exhaust pipe between the
motor and the muffler on any motor vehicle shall be completely closed and disconnected
from its operating lever, and shall be so arranged that it cannot automatically open, or be
opened or operated while such vehicle is in mation

E. PROJECTIONS ON VEHICLES. All vehicles carrying poles or other objects, which
project more than five (5) feet from the rear or front thereof shall, at any time from a half
hour after sunset to a hdiburbefore sunrise and at any other time when there is not
sufficient light to render clearly discernible persons and vehicles on any roadway in this
City at a distance of five hundred (500) feet ahead, carry a red light at or near the rear end
of the pole oother object so projecting. At other times a red flag or cloth, not less than
sixteen (16) inches square, shall be displayed at the end of any such projection.
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F. TOWLINES. When ong1) vehide is towing another, the connecting device shall not
exceed 15 feet. During the time that lights are required by RSMo 367302020, the
required lights shall be displayed by both vehicles. Every towed vehicle shall be coupled
to the towing vehicle byneans of a safety chain, cable, or equivalent device in addition
to the primary coupling device, except that such secondary coupling device shall not be
necessary if the connecting device is connected to the towing vehicle by alcekitey
ball locatedover or nearly over the rear axle and not supported by the rear bumper of the
towing vehicle. Such secondary safety connecting devices shall be of sufficient strength
to control the towed vehicle in the event of failure of the primary coupling device. The
provisions of this subsection shall not applyweckerstowing vehicles or to vehicles
secured to the towing vehicle by a fiftéheel type connection. The provisions of this
subsection shall also not apply to farm implements, or to any vehicle wimoh is
required to be registered.

G. COMMERCIAL MOTOR VEH ICLES AND TRAILERS. Commercial motor
vehicles and trailers, when being operated on any highway, street or road®#ythis
shall be equipped with adequate and proper brakes, lighting equipmeningigeaices,
steering mechanisms, horns, mirrors, windshield wipers, tires, wheels, exhaust system,
glazing, air pollution control devices, fuel tank, and any other safety equipment required
by the state in such condition so as to obtain a certificatespéction and approval as
required by the provisions of RSMo 307.360.

H. DEVICES FOR TRANSPORTING HAY. Devices attached to or towed by motor
vehicles for the purpose of transporting hay shall have the protruding parts raised or
retracted when not in use & position which will not cause injury or damage to persons
or property in the vicinity of such device when on the highways, streets or roads of this
City.

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SECTION 330.125: MUD FLAPS

A. It shall he unlawful for any person to operate upon any street {Ditjha truck or truck
tractor trailer, without rear fenders, which is not equipped with mud flaps for the rear
wheels. If mud flas are used, they shall:

1. Be wide enough to cover the full tread width of the tire or tires being protected;

2. Be so installed that they extend from the underside of the vehicle body in a vertical
plane behind the rear wheels to within eight (8) incheseofjtbund; and

3. Be constructed of a rigid material or a flexible material which is of a sufficiently rigid
character to provide adequate protection when the vehicle is in motion.

B. No provisions of this section shall apply to a motor vehicle in transit goibaess of
delivery equipped with temporary mud flaps.

SECTION 330.13: WHEELS, TIRES

A. It shall be unlawful to drive or convey upon any street in the city, any vehicle having on
its wheels anglamps, ridges, extensions, projections, bars, bolts, rods, curves, gutters or
other contrivances that will injure or damage the street or any part thereof. Any person
who violates the provisions of this subsection shall be liable for the amount of damage
the vehicle causes to any street, bridge, culvert, sewer or other public property and any
such vehicle shall be subject to a lien for the full amount of the damage.

B. No person shall operate or move within the city any vehicle having wheels or tires which
carry onto or deposit in any street or other public place any mud, dirt, sticky substance,
refuse or foreign matter.

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SECTION 330.135: VEHICLES HA ULING CARGO WITH OFF ENSIVE ODOR

carrion, fecal matter, or any odoriferous canghich may be declared a public nuisance
detrimental to public health and welfare, to park such vehicle within 200 feet of any
residence or business establishment (except for loading or unloading purposes and then not
exceeding 30 minutes) at any arealace in theCity. It shall further be unlawful to park

such motor vehicle, empty, which has been hauling or contains such described odoriferous
matter which may likewise be classed as a nuisance, within 200 feet of any residence or
business establishmemttheCity until the vehicle has been thoroughly cleaned and
disinfected.

SECTION 330.140: EQUIPMENT REQUIREMEN TS FOR TRANSPORT OF DEAD
ANIMALS

All vehicles and substations used in the transportation or holding of the bodies of dead
animals, under therpvisions of this article, shall have a tank or metal lining in the bed of

such vehicle or substation, or be otherwise so constructed that the vehicle or substation shall
be practically watertight, so that no drippings or seepage from such dead bodiescsiyed

from such vehicles while engaged in such transportation or holding; and every such vehicle
shall have a bed of such depth and type of construction and equipment that any dead bodies
therein shall be completely hidden from view of persons usingitfievays and any public
nuisance obviated while being transported or held.

SECTION 330.145. PERMIT FOR TRANSPORT OF DEAD ANIMALS

No person, except one holding a permit to transport the bodies of dead animals on public
highways of thi<City, or who is ating for such permittee, or who is otherwise excepted by
the provisions of this article, shall transport on the highways or public roads Gitthike
bodies of dead animals without first obtaining a permit for that purposeStatee

Veterinarian shakeep a record of all applications for permits, showing all permits issued,
denied, revoked, or otherwise disciplined by him/her, and such other facts as he/she may
prescribe.
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SECTION 330.150: VISION -REDUCING MATERIAL A PPLIED TO WINDSHIELD
OR WINDOWS

A. Except as provided in subsectid) @nd (C)of this sectionAny person may operate a
motor vehicle with front sidewing vents or windows located immediately to the left and
right of the driver that have a sun screening device, in conjunction with safety glazing
material, that has a light transmission of thiitse (35) percent or more plus or minus
three(3) percent and a luminous reflectance of thirtae (35) percent or less plus or
minusthree(3) percent.

B. This section shall not prohibit labels, stickers, decalcomania, or informational signs on
motor vehicles or the application of tinted or solar screening material to recreational
vehicles as defined in RSMo 700.010, provided that suatlerial does not interfere with
the driver's normal view of the road. This section shall not prohibit factstslled
tinted glass, the equivalent replacement thereof or tinting material applied to the upper
portion of the motor vehicle's windshield whiis normally tinted by the manufacturer of
motor vehicle safety glass.

C. A permit to operate a motor vehicle with a front sidewing vent or window that has a sun
screeninglevice, in conjunction with safety glazing material, that has a light transmission
of 35 percent or more plus or minus three percent and a luminous reflectance of 35
percent or less plus or minus three percent may be issued Dgplaetment oPublic
Safety to a person having a physical disorder requiring the use of suchnadiasing
material. If according to the permittee's physicigine physical disorder requires the use
of a sun screening device which permits less light transmission and luminous reflectance
than allowed under the requirements of this subsection, the limits suthsection may
be altered for that permittee in accordance with the physician's prescriptioDirétir
of theDepartment ofPublic Safety shall promulgate rules and regulations for the
issuance of the permit. The permit shall allow operatfaihe vénicle by immediate
family members who are husband, wife and sons or daughters who reside in the
household.

D. No person shall drive any motor vehicle with any sign, poster, snow, ice or other
nontransparent material upon the front windshield, side wingg®ios rear windows of
such vehicle which materially obstructs, obscures or impairs the driver's clear view of the
street or highway or any intersecting street or highway.

E. No person shall operate a motor vehicle in this City that is not equipped wiita te
cleaning rain, snow or other moisture from the windshield, which device shall be so
constructed as to be controlled or operated by the driver of the vehicle, and shall be
maintained in good working order.

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SECTION 330155 EMBLEM REQUIRED ON S LOW -MOVING EQUIPMENT

A. No person shall operate on any street or highway in the City anynstming vehicle or

(25) miles per hour, including all road construction or maintenance machinery except
when engaged in actueonstruction or maintenance work either guarded by a flagman or
clearly visible warning signs, which normally travels or is normally used at a speed of
less than twentfive (25) miles per hour unless there is displayed on the rear thereof an
emblem as @scribed in and displayed as provided in subse¢Bpof this section. The
requirement of such emblem shall be in addition to any lighting devices required by
section330.385.

MULTIPLE -BEAM HEADLAMPS : Headlamps or similar devices arranged so as to
permit the driver of the vehicle to use one (1) of two (2) or more distributions of light on the
road.

REFLECTOR: Anapproved device designed and used to give an indication by reflected
light.

WHEN LIGHTED LAMPS A RE REQUIRED: At any time from a halhour after sunset

to a halthour before sunrise and at any other time when there is not sufficient light to render
cleaty discernible persons and vehicles on the highway at a distance of five hundred (500)
feet ahead.

The protective headgear shall meet reasonable
standards and specifications established by the state director of revenue.

1. A front-facing lamp on the front or carried by the rider which shall emit a white light
visible atnight under normal atmospheric conditions on a straight, level, unlighted
roadway at five hundred (500) feet;

2. A rearfacing red reflector, at least two (2) square inches in reflective surface area, on
the rear which shall be visible at night under noratalospheric conditions on a
straight, level, unlighted roadway when viewed by a vehicle driver under the lower
beams of vehicle headlights at six hundred (600) feet;

3. Essentially colorless or amber reflectors on both the front and rear surfaces of all
pedals. Each pedal reflector shall be recessed below the plane of the pedal or reflector
housing. Each reflector shall be at least ninetylunedredths square inches in
projected effective reflex area, and must be visible at night under normal atmospheric
conditions on a straight, level, unlighted roadway when viewed by a vehicle driver
under the lawful lower beams of vehicle headlights at two hundred (200) feet; and

4. A sidefacing essentially colorless or amber reflector visible on each side of the wheel
mouwnted on the wheel spokes of the front wheel within three (3) inches of the inside
of the wheel rim and a sidacing essentially colorless or red reflector mounted on
the wheel spokes of the rear wheel within three (3) inches of the inside of the wheel
rim, or continuous retroreflective material on each side of both tires which shall be at
least threesixteenths of an inch wide. All such reflectors or retroreflective tire
sidewalls shall be visible at night under normal atmospheric conditions on a straight,
level, unlighted roadway when viewed by a vehicle driver under the lawful lower
beams of vehicle headlights at three hundred (300) feet. The provisions of this
subdivision shall not apply to motorized bicycles which comply with National
Highway Traffic anl Safety Administration regulations relating to reflectors on
motorized bicycles.

all other places pedestrians shall be granted those rights and be subject to the restrictions

stated in this Chapter.

SECTION 350.1(: PEDESTRIANS' RIGHT -OF-WAY IN CROSSWALKS
A. When traffic control signals are not in place or not in operation the driver of a vehicle
shall yield the rightof-way, slowing down or stopping if need be to so yield, to a
pedestrian crossing the roadway within a crosswalk when the pedestrian is upon the half
of the roadway upon which the vehicle is traveling, or when the pedestrian is approaching
so closely from the opposite half of the roadway as to be in danger.

B. No pedesian shall suddenly leave a curb or other place of safety and walk or run into the
path of a vehicle which is so close that it is impossible for the driver to yield.

Notwithstarling the foregoing provisions of this Title, every driver of a vehicle shall

exercise the highest degree of care to avoid colliding with any pedestrian upon any roadway
and shall give warning by sounding the horn when necessary and shall exercise proper
precaution upon observing any child or any confused or incapacitated person upon a
roadway.

The driver of a vehicle approaching a person with a visual, aural or physical disability who is
carrying a cane predominantly white or metallic in color, with or without a red tip, or using a
guide dog, hearing dog or service dog shall yielsutch pedestrian, and any driver who fails

to take such precautions shall be liable in damages for any injury caused such pedestrian and
any injury caused to the pedestrian's guide dog, hearing dog or service dog; provided that
such a pedestrian not carrgisuch cane or using a guide dog, hearing dog or service dog in
any of the places, accommodations or conveyances listed in section 209.150, RSMo, shall
have all of the rights and privileges conferred by law upon other persons.

SECTION 350.150: USE OF WHITE CANE

For the purpose of guarding against accidents, it shall be unlawful for any person not wholly

or partially blind to carry or use upon the public ways of the City any cane or walking stick
which is white in color.
